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ICONS are tools that allow teachers to anticipate the content of a two-day lesson with a quick glance.
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	Backpack: Students can keep ongoing notes in their Backpacks for all courses. They are able to capture a screen shot and annotate in their Backpacks. The Backpacks will hold any information students choose to store for later retrieval.

Calendar: The Calendar is best used during the introduction. Students can keep track of upcoming projects, module tests, and new lessons.
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	Extension: The Extensions are optional assignments for students that allow them to explore the concept at a higher level.

Practice: A Practice Activity breaks down concepts into smaller steps to facilitate student understanding.

Outside Learning Experience (O.L.E.): The O.L.E. can be any Assessment, Reading, Lecture, Presentation, 
or Assignment that is done outside of the classroom.
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	Paper: The Paper icon indicates that students will be assigned a paper or essay for class. The Paper usually links several lessons in a particular module.

Research: The Research icon indicates that students will use resources on the Internet, such as a Check it Out, Current Events, online libraries, and more.

After students read, ask them what they would have done in the position of Zapruder and in that of the journalist.

	The introduction makes reference to “Camelot,” so you may need to explain that allusion to students. (“Camelot” was supposedly King Arthur’s castle in a romantic period of knights and chivalry and beautiful royals.)
You may also want to preface the students’ work on this assignment with a discussion of just what constitutes a conspiracy.

The Report of The President’s Commission on the Assassination of President Kennedy (unofficially known as “The Warren Report” because the commission was headed by Chief Justice Earl Warren) can be accessed through the Library of Congress records at

Have students compare and contrast murder investigations today with that of the JFK assassination. They may be surprised to learn that the Warren Report (888 pages) was not made public until almost a year after the tragic event!

One effective strategy is to have one student research JFK and serve as his “advocate,” and that student’s partner to research LBJ and serve as his “advocate.” You may want students to construct a class-wide T-chart comparing characteristics, qualities, policies, and legislation of the two Presidents. Although LBJ and JFK were on the same ticket in the 1960 election, ask your students who they would have preferred as a President. Once they learn more about Richard Nixon, ask the question again, and point out that JFK defeated Nixon by just the slimmest of margins in 1960! 
Before leaving this important period of history, ask students to reflect upon the importance of the media, especially television, during this time as compared to previous years.
