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Assignment: From JFK to LBJ

3. When Kennedy became president, he was only 42 and seemed to many a political outsider. Johnson, by contrast, was 55 and a skilled politician with 15 years experience in national politics. How do these biographies explain public perception of the two leaders (i.e., Camelot)?

4. Thinking about what you've learned so far about both leaders, which do you believe is the more successful president? How does the assassination of Kennedy impact both Kennedy's legacy and Johnson's success as a president?
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
